Warning

1. Always take the appropriate steps to protect your camera from falls, shock or impact.

2. Ensure a suitable distance is kept from any objects with strong magnetc interference such as electrical

machinery in order to avoid strong radio waves that may be damaging to the product and afect the 

sound or image quality.

3. Never expose the product directly to high temperatures and prolonged strong sunlight.

4. We recommend using high quality, class 6 or above Micro SD Card for the best results.

5. To avoid potental data error, avoid placing your Micro SD card near strong magnetc objects.

6. In the unlikely event of overheatng, unwanted smoke or unpleasant smell from the device, unplug it 

immediately from the power outlet to prevent hazardous fre.

7. Keep the device out of reach of children while charging.

8. The device should be stored in a dry and dust free locaton at normal room temperature and out of 

direct sunlight.

9. The product should only be charged via laptop or computer USB port.

10. Before using your camera in the water please verify that all lids and locks are tghtly closed and sealed 

on the camera and the underwater case.

11. Afer use, clean the housing of salt and chlorine water and then let it dry.

12. The camera should not be exposed to large temperature and humidity diferences to avoid 

condensaton inside the housing or behind the lens.

13. Afer underwater use, the case must be kept open to avoid condensaton or rust.

14. Recording tmes are depending on resoluton.

15. Batery life tme - depending on setngs and outdoor temperature - up to 90 min. 

under optmal conditons.

16. Afer reaching a max. video recording tme of max. 25 minutes the camera will automatcally stop.

It can only be restarted manually.

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How to mount the included accessories:
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1. Installing a Micro SD Card

Note: Please choose a branded Micro SD card, and then format it with your camera before use. 

We suggest a high quality SD card for the perfect result.

Maximum card capacity is 64GB (Class 6 or above)

2. Installing and removing the bateries

A. Slightly press and swipe the batery cap to open it

B. Correctly install the batery into the camera as indicated by +/- sign and make sure it is inserted in 

the correct directon, matching the arrows marked on the batery before you ft it.

C. Batery Gauge: Please refer to diagram

D. Removing the Batery: Open the cap and pull out the batery

3. Charging

A. You can recharge the camera by connectng it directly to the computer.

B. It can be also charged with a car charger (Max output 1.0mAh)

C. The camera can record video while charging 

D. The camera can also be charged with the power switched of.

4. Switching the camera on and of

A. Press and hold the power switch for 3 to 5 seconds to turn it on/of

B. You can also switch it on/ of trough the LCD screen display menu.

5. Mode Switching

Switch between video recording/Photo shootng/Playback by pressing the power buton as mode 

functon.

 Recording mode, while  is photo shootng mode.

Symbols are displayed on the top of the screen.

 Refers to the functon of video playback, and the last opton displayed is system setngs.

6.1. Video recording

Switch to recording mode and you will see the  icon in the upper lef corner of the 

screen.

Press OK to start the recording and the  icon in the upper lef corner will start to fash.

Press “OK” again if you want to stop recording and the  icon will disappear.

6.2. Photo shootng & setngs

Switch the camera on and press “Mode” to select “Photo shootng Mode”, you will see the

 icon in the upper lef corner of the screen display and the camera is in photo shootng 

mode.

Press “OK” to take photos.

Shootng Patern optons include: Single shot / Self-tmer (2s/5s/10s) and Contnuous 

Shootng

6.3. Data storage & playback

You can use the USB cable to transfer your fles to the computer or you can remove the 

micro SD card with the card reader.

Always ensure the camera is powered of before insertng or removing the micro SD card.

7. WiFi connecton

To connect the camera to your Android or iOS smart device please take the following steps:

Using the GooglePlay or iOS App Store, install the “CANANY” or “Finalcam“ app on your smartphone 

or tablet. Afer powering the camera on, press the WiFi key on the camera - the WiFi icon displays on 

the screen.

Ensure the WiFi functon is actve on your smart device, go to setngs and search for the cameras WiFi

account. Connect the smart device and camera using password “12345678” which will display on 

screen. This acton is only required on inital set up or following a system reset.

When the WiFi is connected, “WiFi Connecton Ready” displays on the screen,

The app allows you to view and download your images and video to your smartphone or tablet. The 

apps on screen icons allow you to perform various app functons or set functon parameters of the 

camera.

Please note:

Using the app on your smart device it is possible to select and switch between the following video 

resoluton setngs: Full HD 1080p, HD 720p, WVGA and VGA. Due to certain WiFi restrictons it is not 

possible to select or transfer fles of 2.5k or 4k Ultra HD resoluton.

8. Menu terms

Video Resoluton

(4K 24fps, 2K 30fps, 1080P 60fps, 1080P 30fps, 720P 120fps, 720P 60fps, 720P 30pfps, WVGA P 30, VGA P 

240, VGA P 30, QVGA P 30) 

Selects your video resoluton and frame rate setng.

Time Lapse Record (Of, 1 Seconds, 2 Seconds, 5 Seconds, 10 Seconds, 30 Seconds, 1 Minute)

Selects the interval at which a photo is taken to produce a tme lapse video.

HDR (Of, On)

Turns on High Dynamic Range to record higher contrast images.

Record Audio (Of, On)

Opton to record video with or without sound.

Slow Moton (Of, 720P 120fps, VGA P240)
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Selects the resoluton at which slow moton video will be recorded.

Date Stamp (Of, On)

Select 'On' to add a date and tme display to your recordings.

Moton Detecton (Of, On)

When actvated, the camera records automatcally while sensing moton. Afer a period of 10 seconds 

while it doesn't senses any movement it stops.

Image Size

Selects the stll image resoluton.

Sequence (Of, 3 Sequence, 5 Sequence, 10 Sequence)

When actvated the camera takes a rapid burst of 3, 5 or 10 images.

Capture Mode (Single, 2S Timer, 5S Timer, 10S Timer, 20S Timer)

When actvated the camera automatcally takes a photo every 2, 5, 10 or 20 seconds.

Quality (Fine, Normal, Economy)

Selects the quality of the stored images. Default setng is 'Normal'.

Sharpness (Strong, Normal, Sof)

Adjusts the sharpness of captured images. Default setng is 'Normal'.

Ant Shaking (Of, On)

Reduces the efect on the fnal recording that may be caused by a shaking hand or unsecured mount.

Exposure (+2.0, +5/3, +4/3, +1.0, +2/3, +1/3, +0.0, -1/3, -2/3, -1.0, -4/3, -5/3, -2.0)

Selects you chosen exposure levels.

White Balance (Auto, Daylight, Cloudy, Tungsten, Fluorescent)

Selects your preferred White Balance setng from a number of pre-set optons.

Color (Color, Black & White, Sepia)

Selects colour optons for captured images.

ISO (Auto, 100, 200, 400)

Selects ISO setngs. Default setng is 'Auto'.

Delete
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Deletes the selected photo / video or all fles.

Protect

Files marked as protected can not be deleted in error.

Date/Time (and how to set)

When connected to a smartphone the tme and date synchronise automatcally. However the Date/Time 

menu opton allows you to manually set the tme and date if required. Press the up / down butons on the 

side of the camera to increase or decrease the selected feld . Pressing the OK buton allows you to 

progress to the next setng. Afer you have made all setngs, press the on / of (Mode ) buton on the 

front of the camera to confrm the setngs and exit.

Auto Power Of (5 Minutes, 10 Minutes)

In order to prolong batery life the camera can be set to power of automatcally afer 5 or 10 minutes.

Beep Sound (Of, On)

Turn beep On or Of.

Language

Selects the language displayed for all menu items.

Frequency (50 Hz, 60 Hz)

Select to match the frequency of the electricty network in your country. An incorrect setng may cause a 

fickering efect in videos in artfcal light.

TV-Mode (NTSC, PAL)

Select to match your TV playback standard (For example PAL for Europe and NTSC for US).

TV-Out (Of, On)

Using a HDMI cable (sold separately) to connect your camera and TV, select 'On' to display a live image 

from the camera on your TV. 

Screensaver (Of, 30 Seconds, 1 Minute, 3 Minutes, 5 Minutes)

To help prolong batery life the camera screen can be set to turn of afer a preset period of tme.

WiFi (Of, On)

Turns the cameras WiFi network on or of.  WiFi must be actvated for use with a smartphone or tablet.

WiFi SSID (and how to set)
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Allows you to rename your cameras network name . Switch to this menu by pressing the Mode buton 

untl the feld " Del " displays and delete the default name by repeatedly pressing the OK buton . Enter a 

new name  by pressing the Up / Down butons to select the leter or number , and press enter to confrm 

your selecton . Afer you have entered the required name change press OK to confrm and save your 

changes.

WiFi Password (And how to set)

Allows you to change the factory preset WiFi password (12345678) using the actons described above for 

changing the SSID.

Format (Internal Memory, SD Card)

WARNING: Formatng your memory card will erase all fles stored on the card.

Default Setng (Cancel, OK)

Resets your camera and all setngs to default factory setngs.

Displays the camera system setngs.
